ORDINANCE NO. 2503-ZONING REGS AT COTTONWOOD LAKE

Commissioner Rowland moved not to adopt Ordinance No. 2503 Amending Articles 4, 5, 6 and 7 of the Zoning Regulations of the City of Sterling, Kansas establishing a “Recreational Living District”.  The motion died.  Commissioner Zimmerman moved to approve Ordinance No. 2503.  Commissioner Booth seconded the motion.  The motion did not carry due to the following vote:  Zimmerman “yea”, Rivas “nay”, Rowland “nay” Booth “yea”.

EMERGENCY WATER SUPPLY PLAN

REFUSE DISPOSAL CONTRACT – STUTZMAN REFUSE

Commissioner Rowland moved and Commissioner Rivas seconded to authorize the Mayor to execute a 7-year service agreement for residential and commercial refuse disposal and recycling collection with Stutzman Refuse Disposal, Inc. REAL PROPERTY PURCHASE
Commissioner Rivas moved and Commissioner Rowland seconded to authorize the Mayor to execute a purchase contract and warranty deed for the purchase of real property not to exceed $35,000 between the City of Sterling, Kansas and Howard and Melzonra Towne. Commissioner Rivas moved and Commissioner Rowland seconded to approve a Professional Services Agreement as written between the City of Sterling and Taggart Wall for on-going management services as needed thru July 15, 2019.
