ORDINANCE NO. 2500 – GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS.
Commissioner Zimmerman moved and Commissioner Booth seconded to approve Ordinance No. 2500 authorizing the City to issue General Obligation Bonds in an approximate Principal Amount of $1,015,000 to pay the costs of such improvements. RESOLUTION NO. 834 – TEMP NOTES
Commissioner Zimmerman moved and Commissioner Booth seconded to approve Resolution No. 834 Authorizing and Providing for the Offering of the City’s General Obligation Temporary Notes, Series 2019-1, in a Total Principal Amount of Approximately $933,000. CHARTER ORDINANCE NO. 17 

Commissioner Rowland moved and Commissioner Zimmerman seconded to approve Charter Ordinance No. 17 Exempting the City of Sterling from the Provisions of K.S.A. 12-834 relating to bonds for gas, water and lights, heat, street-railways or telephone service and from the Provisions of K.S.A. 12-843 relating to acquisition and operation of City Plants and Providing substitute and Additional Provisions of the same subject. The motion carried by the following vote:  Zimmerman “yea”, Rowland “yea”, Booth “yea”, Bingle “yea’.

RESOLUTION NO. 835 – INTENT TO ISSUE TAX-EXEPT OBLIGATONS 

Commissioner Bingle moved and Commissioner Booth seconded to approve Resolution No. 835 declaring intent to issue certain tax-exempt obligations and further authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute and deliver such documents as are necessary in connection with such
